This is what will be
voted on.

,* In the box on the form, explain to the other members why you think this is needed, with additional
clarification, etc. The sentences in the box will not be part of the vote; they are for background only. The
explanation part of the proposal may be edited by Kristi Chapman or Sue Pufpaff for meaning or length.
Your actual proposal will not be edited.

—1+ These completed forms (which you can duplicate if you wish) must be turned in at the March
meeting or mailed to Kristi Chapman or Sue Pufpaff by March 16 in order to meet the Shuttle deadline.
The proposals will be printed in the April Shuttle so the members will have time to think about them
before voting on them at the April meeting. No proposals will be accepted after the deadline.

Each proposal will be read at the April meeting with the opportunity for members to discuss it. Then
each proposal will be voted on separately by a show of hands, a simple majority of yeses to adopt the
change. After the vote, new guidelines will be published in the May Shuttle. Also at the April meeting,
nominations for the 2010 WAFA sale committee will be taken from the floor and a slate will be
announced. Voting will take place at the WAFA annual meeting in May.

# —* 2. /&5 Participants will weave a 4- or 8-shaft twill sample blanket to begin or continue their
exploration of twill structures. This workshop will show the endless possibilities that twill structures
offer the handweaver, from simple 4-shaft structures to the use of multiple harnesses. Learn to control
the twill line and understand the effects of yarn and color choices. Experiment with a wide variety of
treadling methods.

& .*6-_/*3 , /5 Martha Town started weaving about 1980 and quickly realized that she had a
passion for understanding weave structures. After completing the HGA Certificate of Excellence Basic
Skills Certificate in 1986, she focused on twill structures because of her preference for single shuttle
weaves.

This introductory workshop will show you how to create beautiful, lightfast and washfast color from
natural dyes. We will teach you how to find dye materials and use them to obtain the best results,
prepare protein fibers for dyeing, and dye the fibers. We will use natural dye plants from Lori’s dye
garden, native and imported dye material. You will learn to prepare the dyes, to mordant, to dye protein
fiber, and to experiment with color by using postmordant baths and afterbaths. Proper safe handling of
natural dyes and mordants will be covered.
